This past year marked the 17 ™ annual barbecue cook-off. The Montgomery County, City of Conroe & CISD
Empl oyee Schol arship Associationds goal is to reach
those who would be going to college for the first time or for those wishing to continue their education.

This year the Scholarship Association awarded one scholarship, The Malcom Purvis Scholarship, in the
amount of $2,500.00 and 16 scholarships, each in the amount of $1,100.00 to qualified Montgomery
County, CISD and City of Conroe applicants.

Since its creation, this group has awarded over $140,000 in scholarships to
employees, and/or their dependents, of Montgomery County, The City of Conroe and CISD.
